2023 Legislative Update

SDDP Lobbyist’s Lorin Pankratz and Brenda Forman

SB 185 - The Foreign Ag Land Ownership bill. SDDP along with all other key agricultural groups op-
posed this legislation due to unintended consequences which could occur impacting SDDP members
and industry partners. Bill ended as a no pass on Senate floor.

SB 150 - Legislation to provide flexibility on water pipelines for livestock. Add provisions regarding
construction and maintenance of livestock pipelines on highways. Bill is a do pass in house and sen-
ate pending Governor’s signature.

HB 1030 - Make an appropriation for the revised construction costs of the dairy research and exten-
sion farm at South Dakota State University and to declare an emergency. Bill was tabled in joint appro-
priations. Feedback has been tabled due to lack of progress with current project and legislators were
not ready to commit more at this time.

HB 1090 - Legislation to modify protections for agricultural operations from nuisance claims. Bill has
been do pass in house and senate and is enrolled prior to pending Governor’s signature
